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Mr. Khan has an extensive background working in hedge funds and leading investment banks and 
was a strategist for Moore Capital, one of the largest and most successful hedge funds in the world. 
 After five successful years as an emerging market strategist, (during which time his three person 
team grew assets under management to $1 billion and provided positive returns every year to 
investors), he retired to become vice chairman of ACOPS which is an international environmental 
charity. At the same time he was a consultant to the Man Environmental Capital Opportunities division 
of Man Group Plc, a $75 billion asset management firm. 
  
In 2007 Mr. Khan successfully completed a second Master’s degree at the London School of 
Economics in development studies (economics). His dissertation title was “Dealing with Market 
Failure: How carbon credits are influencing the investment behavior of capital markets and investment 
funds”. He is now recognized as one of the world’s leading and most influential experts in the 
monetization of carbon credits. 
  
This year Mr. Khan has also co-authored a book called “Racing towards Excellence” with his mentee 
Jan Sramek, a Goldman Sachs emerging markets trader. The foreword for the book is written by Sir 
Howard Davies, ex-head of the UK’s Financial Services Authority and current board member of 

Morgan Stanley UK.
